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1. INTRODUCTION

teams to compete on Saturday afternoons in Divisions 1A and 1B, Divisions 4A 
and 4B, and social teams in Divisions 5 and 6 of the South Australian Amateur 
Soccer League.

5th.  The C grade and D grade will compete in Division 4 in 2012 where both 
teams were champions in 2010. It is anticipated the E & F grades will continue 
to develop and provide football to players new to the game.  
 

The primary aim of OISC in season 2011 was to stay in Division 1. For 2012, 
and beyond we have faith that our new senior coaching panel of Con 
Kapnistis (A grade) and Rocco D’Onofrio (B grade) will continue our success at 
these levels and return a Division One title. 
 

We hope that our lower grade teams can remain competitive in their 
respective divisions and keep pressure on players in our higher grade teams 
to perform at their best level.
